The IB Diploma programme is a two-
year course. Students complete six
subjects, three at higher level (HL)
and three at standard level (SL).

As well as selecting one subject
from each of the six subject groups,
students must successfully complete
the core three requirements of the
DP: the extended essay, the theory
of knowledge (TOK) and creativity,
activity and service (CAS).
