Pastoral care.

Meeting the broad needs of our learners school-wide is important. Our principals,
counsellors, teachers and advisors work together to safeguard our students’ personal
and academic well-being. Our house system builds a sense of belonging and pride,
and the secondary SMART programme provides opportunities for academic support

and guidance.

HOMEROOM TEACHERS

In kindergarten and primary school, homeroom
teachers are responsible for providing our
students with strong pastoral and emotional
support. They guide students in their learning,
and help them develop important skills
including goal setting, self management, study
skills and conflict resolution. Our counsellors
and principals support our teachers and
students as needed.

ADVISORY PROGRAMME

In secondary school, each student is assigned
an advisor who they meet with each morning.
Advisors are a student’s first point of contact,
and are responsible for providing them with
strong pastoral and emotional support.
